The project

The Anglican Relief and Development Fund Canada (AFDFC) is partnering with the
Diocese of Wau, South Sudan to bring clean, secure water to people with little access
to uncontaminated water. The diocese has a population of about 1.3 million people.

In the Wau region, women and children can spend hours and travel long distances to
collect water for their families. During the rainy season water is often contaminated.

The need

South Sudan is the world’s newest nation and among the poorest due to decades of
war which destroyed millions of lives and virtually all the infrastructure. Since 2011,
the population has grown dramatically as refugees have returned following South
Sudan’s independence.
